V.  Instructional procedures:

     A.           Using a sample paragraph ~ Prepare transparency as noted in sec.                           III.

1. Explain the use of pronouns.  

2. List possible pronouns on the board.  

     B.                 Reading one sentence at a time~

3. Place paragraph on overhead; cover-up all but first line.  

4. Read sentence together as a class.  Discuss words that may substitute for another.

5. Reveal next sentence.  Read as a class and discuss pronouns.  

6. Use dry erase marker to draw connections from words in previous sentence to pronouns in new sentence. 

     C.            Reading the rest of the paragraph one sentence at a time~Repeat            steps 2-4 of B above for entire paragraph.  

     D.            Practice in pairs~

7. Pass out paragraphs in sheet protectors for additional practice.  

8. Allow students to work in pairs on a paragraph.

9. Students will draw connections (with dry erase marker) between pronouns and the words they refer to.
