Steps to our project

First group meeting
1.   Meet with team, make sure that you know everyone on your team.

2.  As a team brainstorm people and groups that influence Utah culture such as:        Father Silvestre Velez de Escalante and Francisco Atansio Dominquez, Native       Americans (Ute, Navajo, Paiute, Goshute, Shoshone), John C. Freemont, John       Wesley Powell, Jim Bridger, Japanese-Americans (see Topaz Relocation Center)       and Brigham Young (your Utah History text includes more ideas).

3.  As a group decide on the person/group that you would like to research (You              may wish to choose a person/group that members of your group can relate to).

4.  Once you have chosen you must report to me so that no more than two groups           do the same research subject.  

5.  Assign each member of the group a different research resource (Internet,               Encyclopedia, Utah History book, Interview).

6.  Each member is to find 1 page of information on the topic from their assigned          resource.  Due next time.

Second group meeting

1.   Each member shares the information that they found.  

2.  As a group decide what information must be included in the presentation, what         information would be fun to share, and what information is not needed at all. 

3.  Plan the presentation.  Use the rubric and self-evaluation check-list for ideas           and to be sure to meet the requirements.

4.  Make assignments to group members.  Each member of the group must have a           speaking part and visual assignment.

Third group meeting
1.   Work together to organize all speaking and visual parts in the most appealing           way.

2.  Take into consideration your audience.  Remember that presenting to our class           is different from presenting to the Principal.  Organize your presentation                  accordingly.

3.   Practice your presentation

Each group will be given 10 minutes to share what they have prepared.  I will be using the Rubric and Self-evaluation check list to evaluate you.  Over the following 3 days I will meet with you one at a time to go over your work with you.  During the meeting you will be given the opportunity to tell how each group member contributed to the project.
