Instructional Planning
Line Items Field Observation 1, 2, 3 and 4
Fall 2004

These line items were accomplished during field observation in fall 2004.

Planning and Preparation
#1 Meets with Cooperating Teacher prior to planning and instruction
Teacher discusses lesson ideas and takes note of what is expected. Prior to learning teacher meet with cooperating teacher to address student needs.

#2 Candidate is prepared to teach lessons i.e. materials, activities, etc.

Teacher gathers required materials for all lessons. Teacher is equipped with lesson plans that include modifications. Teacher has prepared activities that coincide with lessons.

#3 Plans in advance

Teacher fully prepares each lesson in advance.  By meeting with the cooperating teacher the teacher knows what is expected.  The teacher creates short and long term plans based on students needs.

#4 Selects appropriate goals and objectives

Teacher identifies and develops instruction appropriate to student stages of development. The teacher understands the goal is the same for all students, but varies instruction based on learning styles, strengths and needs. The teacher has high expectations for all students.
