This inventory was done in connection with The Crosscultural, Language, and Academic Development Handbook..
Used as a model, the teacher’s cultural self-study can inspire and motivate students to participate in their own study. By experiencing the cultural self study, the teacher understands how students can be very diverse learners based on past experiences, family background, learning preferences, socio-economic status, community experiences and cultural norms. Reviewing the students’ completed self-studies can help the teacher identify individual interests, differences and learning preferences in the classroom. This, in turn, can help the teacher develop lessons and instructional act ivies geared toward their various skills, talents, interests, developmental levels, learning styles, strengths and needs. The cultural self-study will encourage critical thinking, self-awareness and will give the students an opportunity to express their values, potential as people, and their culture as it applies to them.  Sharing these self studies with other students will facilitate sensitivity as they learn to value each other.
