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I. Goal/Standard:

Utah 2nd Grade Core, Standard 2, Objective 1.

II. Specific Objectives: At the end of the lesson students will be able to:
a. Describe behaviors that influence relationships with family and friends

i. Describe characteristics of healthy relationships (e.g., caring, responsibility, trust, respect).

ii. Students will write and/or illustrate a reflection about what behaviors they think are most important to have good relationships with family and friends.
III. Materials/ Preparation

a. Questions for Oral Discussion

b. Classroom should be set up so students can sit in a circle (whole-class roundtable)
c. Writing and drawing Materials should be available

IV. Prerequisite Vocabulary

a. Behavior

b. Relationships

c. Responsibility

d. Trust

e. Respect

V. Instructional Procedures:

a. Pose the Main Question: What behaviors influence relationships with families and friends. (For the students you may want to ask: What are ways you can act that make your families and friends happy. What are ways you can act that make them sad.) Write responses on the board.  Use a talking stick if necessary to make sure only one student talks at a time. You may also need to review some of the vocabulary you have written on the board at this point.
b. Pose the following interpretive and evaluative questions:

i. What would happen to your relationship with your friend if you took something without asking?  (If they don’t bring up the word "trust" you should bring it up and have the students help you define it; then ask…Would they be able to trust you?)
ii. How could you show someone you respect them? (The word respect is another you should have gone over as a prerequisite, but you may need to review. Have the students help with defining the word.)
iii. What does it mean to be responsible?  What responsibilities do you have?

c. Pose some other questions based on some of their answers to the Main question. (They should have thought of with some good words that you may want to address.)
d. Have students return to their desks and write and/or illustrate their reflections about what behaviors they think are most important to have good relationships with their families and friends. Leave the words you wrote on the board up so they can refer to them for ideas and also for spelling. 

VI. Differentiation for diverse student needs:

a. Use a talking stick, wait time and encourage participation from everyone.
b. Seat students deliberately to minimize distractions and to disperse the dominant speakers in your class throughout the circle. 

c. If possible have a translator or try to learn your questions in other languages so that you can help your non-English speaking students be involved. Allow the non-English speaking student have the choice on whether to do their reflection in their native language or in English.
d. Re-teach as necessary if students do not grasp the concept.
VII. Assessment

a. Assessment will be done through observation of the oral discussion and by reviewing the students’ reflections. The students’ reflections should demonstrate behaviors that help their relationships with family and friends.
