Lesson 1: Color

Objective:
Children will be able to create different colors and each color(s variety of  values through mixing paints.

Vocabulary:
Hue: The name of the color, ie: red, orange, etc.

Value: The lightness or darkness of the color.

Tint: The value of a color when white is added.

Shade: The value of a color when black is added.

Primary colors: Colors all others can be derived from; red, yellow, blue.

Secondary colors: Created from primary colors; orange, purple, green.

Complements: Colors across from one another on the color wheel, when                                             mixed together will create brown.  The colors red & green,                                         orange & blue,  yellow & purple are complements. 

Length of time: Approximately 1 hour.

Materials: Framed prints of (Preparedness( and (Artist(s Garden at Giverny(.

       Color poster for examples.

       Paint in the colors: red, yellow, blue, black, and white.

                 Paint brushes and pallets.

                 Copies of empty color wheels.

       Strips of white card stock (3" X 8.5").

Aesthetics: Pose the question: Can it be art if the only colors used are the primary                       colors, black, and white?

Criticism: Compare Lichtenstein(s (Preparedness( with Monet(s (Artist(s Garden at                    Giverny(.

History: Give a brief history of Roy Lichtenstien and Claude Monet while            

              comparing the pictures.

Production: 

Part one: Have the children create a color wheel using only the primary           colors.

          Part two: Create a value strip through the use of one primary color along with black and white.  Begin with a strip of white card stock paper.  Draw five squares across the strip.  Begin with your pure primary color in the center.  Add black to create two different shades of the color to the left of the original.  Then, add white to create two different tints to the right of the original.  The finished product will range from darkest to lightest.   

Evaluation:  Formative; ask children while they are working how they are creating                         each color.
