Read A Loud 
I. Goal/Standard: Standard V: Fluency- Students will develop reading fluency to read aloud grade level text effortlessly without hesitation.

· The teacher will read the story to the students using a flat, monotone voice with no regard to punctuation.
· Following, the teacher will ask the students what went wrong and how the liked the experience.

· Ask the students: “How could we make this book more interesting?”  “How could we make it sound better?” “When you see a movie are the people in it acting the way they do in real life or are they changing the way the act for the movie?”  Discuss that actors and actresses read scripts and act like the characters in the stories. “Would anyone enjoy movies if actors all spoke in a flat monotone voice and didn’t follow punctuation cues?”
· The teacher will reread the book with respect to the punctuation and in the voice the character is expressing in. The students will reassess the story. 

· The students will then Choral-read the same story using expression.
